MILITARY ACADEMIC SKILLS PROGRAM (MASP)

Do you want to switch jobs but don't have the ASVAB scores needed to qualify or are you thinking about furthering your education?  Would increased English and mathematics skills help you with your duties?  The Military Academic Skills Program (MASP) can help!

MASP is an on-duty education program that helps improve reading, writing, communication, and mathematics skills of active duty enlisted Marines.  It is designed to give Marines the skills needed to improve their ASVAB test scores and can help prepare them for college.  Marines who successfully complete MASP are better prepared and more confident, ready to perform the Marine Corps Mission. 


The ASVAB is usually taken while a Marine is in high school to determine placement in a Military Occupational Specialty.  The ASVAB has several different subjects that range from math to mechanical comprehension.  Over the years, these skills deteriorated leaving many Marines unable to retake the ASVAB and score the same or higher.  To prepare for the ASVAB test, Marines attend the month-long MASP class. 

According to Natalie Galvin, MASP program manager, one of the many advantages of MASP is that it is provided free of charge to the service member.  Another advantage is that by enrolling in MASP, Marines gain confidence and are better prepared for an academic future.

Taking the MASP course can help improve scores on college entrance exams (ACT & SAT) as well as the ASVAB.

"Many Marines think they'll get out in four years and go to college," Galvin said.  "They don't realize they might be required to take placement tests on Math, English, and Science during the enrollment process at a college or university.  If you don't do well on the test, you will have to take introductory classes.  These classes usually don't count for credit toward completing a degree, and yet must be paid for by the student."


MASP course schedules are designed for flexibility.  MASP is offered almost monthly, and each course lasts four weeks in a traditional classroom environment.  Commanders can work with their local Lifelong Learning (Education) Center to schedule MASP courses.

Galvin said, "MASP offers so much to active duty Marines.  We really need the commander's support to allow individual Marines to attend MASP and pursue other Lifelong Learning programs.  It may be difficult during the time the Marine is absent from duty, but in the end, the Corps will benefit because we are building a more confident and motivated Marine."
