I,_____________________, have been counseled on the following requirements for using Tuition Assitance.

1.

) Personnel receiving Tuition Assistance through the MCRD Lifelong Learning Center must be on active duty or a reservist on extended active duty attached to a command located at MCRD Parris Island, SC.

2.

) Marines:  Tuition Assistance will cover 100% of tuition. This does not include books. There is an annual cap of $4500.00 and a cap of $250.00 per semester hour.

) Navy:
Tuition Assistance will cover 75% of tuition. This includes additional fees such as lab fees or distance learning fees. There is an annual cap of $4500.00 and a cap of $250.00 per semester hour.

) Enlisted personnel must have sufficient time remaining on active duty to complete the course for which Tuition Assistance is approved.

To qualify, a course must be:



a.(
) offered at an academic level above the Degree/Diploma currently held by the student.


b.(
) offered by an accredited institution for academic credit in terms of either semester or quarter hours.



c.(
) within the degree plan for the education goal you are trying to achieve.

5.
(
) The Tuition Assistance form must be turned into the Education Office prior to the class beginning. The Education Office requires 24 hours to process the TA request.

6.
(
) Marines must have a degree plan to receive TA. A SOCMAR agreement is encouraged after 6 semester hours to receive TA. Navy personnel must obtain a degree plan or SOCNAV agreement by the time 5 TA funded courses are completed. Only courses required for the degree will be approved for TA.

7.

) If you make any changes such as add/drop or withdraw, you must bring the Education Office your form from school.

8.
(
) At the end of each semester, you must bring a copy of your grade report to the Education Office.

9.
(
) You must maintain a grade point average of 2.0.

10.
(
) If you earn a grade of “F”, you must take immediate action to reimburse the government. You will not be eligible for TA until reimbursement for the course is made.

11.
(
) No payment will be made for any part of tuition or expenses for off-duty education for commissioned officers who do not agree to remain on active duty for two years after completion of such courses.

) When Officers, including Warrant Officers, and LDOs, receive Tuition Assistance, a copy of the form will be sent up to HQMC for their notification.
